On Friday, April 17, 2009, 
Keep Indianapolis 
Beautiful, Inc. (KIB), the 
Near East Side Community 
Organization (NESCO), the 
Indianapolis Colts, and 
neighborhood groups 
planted 100 trees on Indy's 
near Eastside. 
 
In an effort to support the 
Near Eastside Quality of 
Life Plan, volunteers will 
plant 2012 trees leading up 
to the 2012 Super Bowl in 
partnership with Keep 
Indianapolis Beautiful's 
NeighborWoods program. 
Research indicates that green spaces help the environment, increase property value, build 
community relationships, and contribute to the safety of neighborhood environments.
